Sessions:

We keep each
youth group together in teams (more than 1 group will be on a team) to allow
group growth.

Will | have time to spend with my youth group?

Absolutely! We have youth group times scheduled in so that you can meet with
your teens. Please communicate any specific times and activities you want your
youth to be present to the staff and they will facilitate this happening.

Do | need to have a lesson prepared for the camp?

No! This camp is designed to give you a break as well as provide a new
environment for your youth. But you will want to prepare for ministry time
following our sessions.

Can | register at the door?

Yes! Please keep in mind the cost is $299.00 and the space availability of each
camp must be taken into consideration. Anyone registering at the door will need
all the forms necessary for camp. You will want to check with prior to coming to
be sure there is room.
